Holding Pen Rules:

® Check in when entering holding pen.

* Holding pen is open to current drag and the following 5.
* No tuning or schooling in holding pens.

Short Go Qualifications, Awards and Payouts:

¢ Long Go’s will qualify the top 35 from each go to make the finals. 15t Go qualifiers will be skipped when figuring the 2™
Go Qualifiers.

* Top 5 get awards. Top 20 Get buckles.

¢ All classes are 70% Payback. 30% to each long go and 40% to short go. Open Added Money pays out to Finals. Age
Classes and Avg. will be paid out over the two long goes. Please allow 15 mins after last horse runs for checks to be
prepared.

Tie Rules: In the event of a tie in the Finals for Division Champions ONLY, the money for 1st/2nd place will be combined
then divided equally. There will then be a run off for the Title of Champion or Reserve Champion and their perspective
awards. If you choose not to run off you forfeit Champion and will be awarded Reserve Champion. If neither contestant
wishes to run off the tie will be split via coin toss. All other ties money is added together and split equally between the two
placings and a coin toss is made for the awards.

Dress Code: Short sleeve collared shirts and/or show t-shirts in each long go or full dress if you prefer. Short Go (Finals)
must be in full dress code, long sleeve button down shirts. Hat Fines: $5 hat fine is to be paid directly to the staff
members that picked up your hat. You may not send anyone into the arena to pick up your hat. A cowboy hat or helmet
must be worn in all goes even with the purchase of a show shirt.
